Born at Faughart in 456; she followed her calling to consecrate her life to God. 
With St. Conleth she founded a monastery in Kildare. She expressed her faith and 

love of God by caring for the sick; feeding the hungry and showed concern for 
animals, nature and the earth. She died on 1st February 524 and is buried in 

Downpatrick with St. Patrick and Columba.
